- We once walked according to the
course of this world.

2In which you once walked according
to the course of this world, according
to the prince of the power of the air,
the spirit who now works in the sons
of disobedience, *among whom also
we all once conducted ourselves in
the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the
desires of the flesh and of the mind,
and were by nature children of wrath,
just as the others.

What is the primary reason why
you choose to change?

Our motive for why we want to
change is crucial.

- Many wanted to change because
they are unhappy with their lives and
they want to be happy.

- We usually turn to God when
negative consequences of sin make
our lives miserable.

The danger is that you just want to get
out of the misery, but you don’t want
tosurrender to the lordship of Christ.
- You don’t want to present your life as
aliving sacrifice to glorify God.

- You just want to use God to get out
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of your problems, and then go back to
the life you wanted.

This doesn’t result in lasting change
because your motive is wrong.

The Process of Transformation

L. It is a lifelong work of God for
which you are responsible.
Transformation requires an ongoing
and continuous process. It also
requires a dynamic approach rather
than passively waiting for change to
happen.

1. We are responsible to discipline
ourselves for the purpose of
godliness.

1 Timothy 4:7

But reject profane and old wives’
fables, and exercise yourself toward
godliness.

2. We have to obey and work out the
salvation that God has given to us.
Philippians 2:12-13

2Therefore, my beloved, as you have
always obeyed, not as in my presence
only, but now much more in my
absence, work out your own salvation
with fear and trembling; *for itis God
who works in you both to will and to
do for His good pleasure.

3. The process of change is a
lifelong battle where a saved
person has to learn to depend
on the Lord daily. As we learn
to walk by means of the Holy
Spirit, we should see progress
in transformation as His fruit is
produced in us.

Introduction:

Are you losing heart?

Not losing heart in the midst of our
Christian life comes as a result of
three habits of faith.

1. Keep your focus on the eternal
things.

2 Corinthians 4:18

While we do not look at the things
which are seen, but at the things
which are not seen. For the things
which are seen are temporary, but
the things which are not seen are
eternal.

a. Focus on the right things at the
midst of the storms.

Matthew 14:27-31

YBut immediately Jesus spoke to
them, saying, “Be of good cheer! It
is I; do not be afraid.” *And Peter
answered Him and said, “Lord, if it
is You, command me to come to You
on the water.” 2So He said, “Come.”

Psalm 23:4 (NKJV)

And when Peter had come down out
of the boat, he walked on the water
to go to Jesus. *¥But when he saw
that the wind was boisterous, he
was afraid; and beginning to sink he
cried out, saying, “Lord, save me!”
3And immediately Jesus stretched
out His hand and caught him, and
said to him, “O you of little faith, why
did you doubt?”And when they got
into the boat, the wind ceased.

b. Things which are “seen” are the
trials and afflictions.

These should not be our main
focus. If these are the only things we
concentrate on and devote our main
attention to, then we will sink under
the weight of it all. We will lose heart.

¢. Your main focus should be on the
“unseen” things—things that are
eternal.

2 Timothy 4:6-8

°For 1 am already being poured
out as a drink offering, and the
time of my departure is at hand. I
have fought the good fight, I have
finished the race, I have kept the
faith. *Finally, there is laid up for me
the crown of righteousness, which
the Lord, the righteous Judge, will
give to me on that Day, and not to
me only but also to all who have
loved His appearing.

2. Remember that present
affliction has an eternal purpose.

2 Corinthians 4:17

For our light affliction, which is but
for a moment, is working for us a far
more exceeding and eternal weight
of glory.

a. From eternity’s perspective, the
affliction is light.

Romans 8:18

For 1 consider that the sufferings of
this present time are not worthy to
be compared with the glory which
shall be revealed in us.

b. From eternity’s perspective, the
affliction is momentary.

1 Peter 5:10 NKJV

But may the God of all grace,
who called us to His eternal glory
by Christ Jesus, after you have
suffered a while, perfect, establish,
strengthen, and settle you.

c. “Working for us” is something
eternal.

- That which is “light” is right now,
in God’s sovereign hands, producing
something that is “weighty”.

That which is “momentary” is
right now producing that which is
“eternal”.

That which
“affliction” is right now producing

is described as

“slory”.
- That work of God is far more
exceedingorbeyond all comparison.

3. Rejoice that the inward man is
being renewed daily.
