It was in 1993 when the United Christian Bible Training Center was opened by Rev. Dr. William Sy to
train believers in the church and prepare them in the ministry for the Lord. With its purpose to develop
workers, the Bible Training Center was re-opened in 2009 and was called UCF Theological Seminary
(UCFTS). It continuous to grow wherein several seminarians have graduated and continue to walk in faith
and obedience in the calling of God.

Through the obedience of God's servant, Rev. Dr. Sy responded to His call
to equip the workers of the Lord by deepening their understanding of God's
Word. His children who have decided to dedicate their lives to God went biblical
training to be trained as workers for God's harvest.
